Captions are the words that are displayed on a television, com-
puter, mobile device or movie screen that describe the audio or
sound portion of a program or video. “Real-time captions,” or com-
munication access real-time translation (CART), are created as an

f captioning field early in her education as a court reporter. Today, Di-
ana Brandin Realtime Captioning & Sign Language Service boasts
high-profile clients ranging from K-12 to post-secondary education
and STEAM to the medical and legal fields, to name a few.

Many government and educational institutions hire her company
to help create captions. The passage of the Rehabilitation Act,
which requires federal entities or organizations that receive federal
funding to accommodate those who are deaf or hard of hearing
with closed captioning, also helps grow her business. She has also
discovered how eager schools are to help all of their students and
has branched out to offer referrals for American Sign Language
